TOMI MORGAN (Manager) In charge at Richmond for the second time having previously
managed the club for six seasons which included a Welsh Cup final and Town's first foray into
Europe. Following time at Barry Town and Penrhyncoch Tomi managed Welshpool Town
before joining CPD Porthmadog in February 2009. A very well qualified and experienced
manager Tomi rejoined Town in June 2010.

MATTIE DAVIES (Assistant Manager) Mattie joined Town's management team in December
2009 following the departure of Mark Aizlewood. A former Town player (2004 - 2008) Mattie
joined from Welsh League champions Aberaman Athletic where he had taken over
management responsibilities at the start of the 2009-10 season.

GARY MORRIS (Physiotherapist) Gary is a highly trained First Aid trainer and assessor as
well as a qualified Sports Masseur. Well known and respected within the Welsh Premier
setup.

MIKE LEWIS (GK) 04.04.89 Ever present with Afan Lido last season. Formally with
Swansea City but was released due to injury. Recently graduated in Sports Science
from UWIC. A new signing this season.

SHANE EARP (GK) 06.03.89 Developed through Town’s Academy system but
moved to Haverfordwest County in 2006-07. Currently part of Town’s coaching
structure. Made his Carmarthen Town debut recently at Farrar Road Bangor.

DERYN BRACE (Defender) 15.03.75 A U18 & U21 International Deryn spent six
years at the Racecourse before signing for Carmarthen Town in 2000-2001. Spent
four seasons as Player / Manager at the New Bridge Meadow. Re-signed for Town in
November 2006. Having been appointed Manager in May 2007 he resigned May
2010

RICHARD HUGHES (Defender) 11.12.86 Formally with Haverfordwest County.
Joined Town in the summer of 2007 and having been a regular for three seasons he
unfortunately sustained a broken ankle late last season. Following recuperation and
a spell in local football with Pennar Robins Richard has returned to Richmond for his
fourth campaign with the club.

DALE GRIFFITHS (Defender) 02.11.85 Now in his second season with Town having
signed from Goytre United in January 2010. Had time at Swansea City and Merthyr
Tydfil before signing for Llanelli in the summer of 2006. Moved back to the Martyrs
for a couple of seasons before joining Goytre. Team Captain.

LEE BEVAN (Defender) 10.07.87 A product of Neath Athletic’s Youth system and a
member of the Eagles’ promotion squad. Sidelined through injury in 2008/9 and
returned to the Welsh Premier with Haverfordwest County. Signed from Clevedon
Town in June 2010.

LEE PHILLIPS (Defender) 18.03.79 former Welsh semi-pro international Lee spent
five years at Cardiff City and also played with Barry Town, Forest Green and
Newport. The experienced defender captained Llanelli to their first Welsh Premier
title. New signing this season.

DANIEL SHEEHAN (Defender) 22.12.90 Sheehan is a product of Swansea City's
youth set up and won a first year professional contract for the 2009-10 season but
was released at the end of the season before signing for Salisbury City. Having
made twelve first team starts for the ‘Whites’ he moved to Richmond in January
2011.

LEE JENKINS (Mid-field) 28.06.79 A Welsh schoolboy and U21 international.
Progressed through the Swansea City youth set-up to regular first team football
before moving to Kidderminster Harriers and taking his total of league appearances
beyond 200. Signed for Newport County in October 2005 after a brief spell at
Redditch United. Joined Caersws in the summer of 2009. Summer signing.

KIERAN HOWARD (Mid-field) 17.01.91 Morriston based Kieran progressed through
Swansea City's youth set-up to captain the Swans reserves side. A member of the
Wales Under-19 squad he signed professional in 2009. Joined Neath on a season’s
at the end of August 2009. Recent signing.

GERAINT PASSMORE (Mid-field) 18.02.86 Passmore spent two seasons at Park
Avenue after signing from University Wales Aberystwyth, where he captained the
University side. Moving back to South Wales he joined Neath FC in July 2008, but
made only limited appearances at the Gnoll before moving to Welsh Leaguers ENTO
Aberaman.

STEPHEN POCKETT (Mid-field) 11.02.84 Signed on-loan from Neath until the end
of the season. Having had three seasons with Port Talbot he was a member of
Skewen's Championship winning side in 2003/04. A former Cardiff City youngster
and capped at Wales Youth level he will add to Town’s mid field options.

TIM HICKS (Forward) 05.04.83 A product of Town's youth development. Moved to
Haverfordwest in 2003. Had a short spell with Aberystwyth Town before returning to
the New Bridge Meadow. Signed summer 2007. Eclipsed his personal goal tally with
15 strikes in 2007-08 season.

ANDY EVANS (Forward) 01.04.78 A trainee with Cardiff City, where he won a
Welsh Under-21 cap. Following spells at Merthyr, Ebbw Vale and Aberystwyth
attracted the interest of First Division Barnsley. Loaned out to Mansfield Town and
Chester City he then had time at Stalybridge Celtic, Frickley Athletic, Belper Town
and Ossett.

Academy who made nineteen starts in his first season in the League. A member of
last season's Welsh Schoolboy side he was released from his contract by the
Bluebirds in January before moving to Richmond Park.

Spent some time as a youth with Cardiff City but most of his playing career with his
hometown club Barry Town. A January signing.
